Map and Directions for the Three Churches in Halifax:
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All Nations Christian Reformed Church, 2535 Robie Street, Halifax
Entrance on Robie between Willow and Charles

Street parking only. East of Robie: Charles Street is one way to the east and has parking on
both sides. Willow Street, Davison and John street have parking on both sides. (Parking may
be restricted during daytime hours).

West of Robie: Parking only on south side of Charles and Willow Streets.

St. Andrew’s United Church, 6036 Coburg Road, Halifax
Entrance on Coburg between Robie and Edward

Street parking only. Best option probably Edward Street which parallels Robie behind the
Church and one block to the west.

First Baptist Church, 1300 Oxford Street, Halifax
Entrance on Oxford between Coburg and South

There is a small parking lot. Parking is mostly along Oxford Street.



Directions to the churches from Route 7 out of Bedford:

Approaching Dartmouth use the left 2 lanes to be able to turn onto NS-111 S to cross
the MacKay Bridge ($1 toll). Take the exit toward Robie Street (also briefly called
Massachusetts Avenue). Follow Robie approximately 1 km to the lights at the
intersection with North Street.

All Nations Christian Reformed Church will be on the left in 1.5 blocks.
St. Andrew’s Church will be on the right at the fourth light (Coburg/Spring Garden).

To find First Baptist Church, turn right off of Robie Street at Jubilee or Coburg Road
and then turn left onto Oxford Street. The First Baptist Church will be on the right in
the block south of Coburg.

Directions to the churches from Armdale Roundabout:

First Baptist Church
Exit off the Armdale Roundabout onto Quinpool Road,
At the lights turn right onto Connaught Avenue.
When Connaught dead ends turn left onto Jubilee Road.
At the next lights turn right onto Oxford Street.
The First Baptist Church will be on the right.

Oxford Street runs parallel to and west of Robie Street from Bayers Road to South
Street. The church is in the block just north of South Street.

All Nations Christian Reformed Church:

From the Armdale Roundabout exit onto Chebucto Road.

If you bear left at the V you will be on North Street which is the road coming off the
MacDonald (South) Bridge. The first set of lights is Oxford Street, the second set is
Windsor Street and the third set of lights is Robie Street.

Turn right onto Robie to head south. All Nations Church is on Robie Street a block and
a half south of North Street on the corner of Robie and Charles Streets.

Please note there is no parking near the church on Robie Street.

St. Andrew's United Churrch:

Take Quinpool Road off of the Armdale Roundabout. Turn right onto Robie Street.
The second light will be at the offset intersection of Coburg Road (to the right) and
Spring Garden Road (to the left). St. Andrew’s United Church is on that corner.
